










Peace One Day 2008 in
Hamburg
On 21 September 2008, the Junior Branch (JB) of CISV Hamburg
participated in Peace One Day for the first time. It all began at a JB
weekend in April where we decided to promote Peace One Day that
year. After many preparations, approximately 12 Juniors gathered in
downtown Hamburg on September 21, ready to tell local people
about Peace One Day and CISV!
We brought a 5 metre long branch of a big maple tree along and put
it up as if it were a tree. This was our ‘tree of peace’. We had also
prepared ‘leaves’ from paper. Anyone could write little notes on the
leaves about what they were planning to do that day, or very soon,
to make this world a more peaceful place. Then we attached the
leaves to the ‘tree of peace’!
To gain further attention we used coloured chalk to draw peace
signs, CISV logos and sentences like “Are you peaceful?” on the
sidewalk. We had dozens of conversations with people of different
ages, and backgrounds who were interested in Peace One Day and
CISV programmes. In total we distributed about 3,000 of the official
Peace One Day flyers which explain the concept of Peace One Day
as well as the ideas of CISV.
We approached small children accompanied by their parents.  We
asked the kids to draw something on a leaf for our ‘tree of peace’,
while we explained Peace One Day and CISV ideas to their
parents…
