	The 1st phase will be developed in an activity during a mini-camp. There will be some “stations”, like specific places where everybody have to go through, where some leaders will be with some pictures. In this pictures will be represented situations where is being denied any human right to the person or child in there. The children will be divided in groups, and they will go pass through the different “stations” and there they will try to explain what is for them represented in the pictures as well like what they see that is being denied to that people in the picture. Then, after identifying which right is being denied to the person in the picture, the participants will have to contribute with tasks to be able to assure the missing right to the person (they’ll have the responsibility to assure to that person the needed right). In the end of these several moments we’ll do a discussion about all the pictures and we’ll talk about the human rights in there. In this way, we hope that the understanding of the situation represented in the picture will be clear and the children can transport it to the real life, understanding at the same time that what is represented in these pictures is what it happens with many people all over the world.

	The 2nd phase will be, like a Mosaic event, in February. We’ll focus in three specific human rights that we thought that are the most important of all of it, and the most interesting to talk with the children. These human rights will be connected to the human rights that the participants think that are missing in our country. After a discussion about it, we’ll see a movie that shows in a more real and visual way these three human rights and about everything we talked about it. In the end of the event we are going to have the presence of a guest speaker from the “international amnesty” in Portugal, a world-wide community of defenders of the human rights. The guest speaker will talk about his experience in this community, in the fight through the total respect about the human rights and about the work of this community, specially in Portugal. In this way we hope to make them understand in what the human rights consist and for which the international amnesty have been fighting in our country.

	The 3rd phase will be developed in an activity in the 2nd mini-camp. In this activity, in the sequence of what we tried to execute in the project about the human rights in the last CISV year, the children will be divided in groups with a leader acting like a facilitator and they we’ll have to do a painting/drawing that represents, in any way, everything that we talked previously about the human rights and that represents all of their feelings and thoughts about the theme. With these paints, we’ll mount a panel that will decorate the national museum of the ceramic tile that is a museum extremely interesting and that is visited by a lot of children. This museum has a educational component in all of his works.
