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INTERNATIONAL PEOPLE’S PROJECT 

PARTICIPANT PACKAGE 
1. To-do-list

· Download the IPP-Guide from the website (resources.cisv.org) and read chapter 6.2.
· Do travel research, but don´t book before March 1st /September 1st as this is the deadline for the staff to make slight changes. 

· Start learning about the topic, i.e. finding literature, search on the internet, think about somebody who you could ask for more information.

· Get in contact with your delegation, share interesting material with them and keep your NIPPC (National IPP Coordinator) updated. Add the NIPPC to your mailing list.

· In the upcoming precamp #2 you will find more information on the IPP. The NIPPC will forward the precamps to you as soon as the staff completes them. If you haven´t heard anything by April 15st/ October 1st , please contact your NIPPC again. 

An IPP consists of two parts. In order for the IPP to be a success it is necessary that you realize that each of these parts is important for the overall result of the IPP.

2. Working project: 

The participants work on a certain project in cooperation with a partner organisation. The aim is to make a contribution to the life of a local community.

3. Educational part:

This part of the IPP aims to empower participants to use their practical and inter-personal skills in the project and to become committed to develop them further. There are different components that make up the educational part of the IPP:

3.1 Delegation Activity

The idea is that the theme of the IPP is covered from different angles. One way of achieving this is by having every country conduct an interactive activity which explains the theme as they see it in their own country. During the first meeting – with the information given in the first precamp – the delegation should start defining the goal of the activity and put together a concept for it. For this, the delegation needs to know how to plan and run an activity, how to prepare an evaluation for it, and also how to facilitate a discussion. By the end of the 1st meeting the participants need to delegate the tasks for finalizing the planning of the delegation activity (e.g.: preparing the activity, collecting further material, preparing questions for the evaluation etc.). Once the concept for the delegation activity and the materials are ready, it could be beneficial for the delegation to lead the activity in the local chapter as a trial run.

However, an IPP is not only educational and practical work – there is always a social side to IPP. Group dynamics, social interaction and entertaining activities are valid and important as well. In order to achieve this, you should be ready to participate and conduct social activities with the rest of the group. If needed there may be a game book available in your chapter or you can ask your NIPPC or any other CISVer for ideas.

3.2 On-site-learning /Theme-related activities

Another way of examining the theme is the concept of on-site-learning. This involves guest speakers, excursions, discussions as well as the practical part of the project – all of which will provide more input to the learning-process. This can be arranged by the staff and the participants.Participants are expected to create theme-related activities during the IPP. This means that ideas which arise from the IPP group can be explored and lead to a deeper understanding of the theme. 

3.3 Personal preparation

Since IPP is an activity for adults it is expected that the participants are active in discussions and on time for activities. As the practical part of an IPP is sometimes not fully planned in detail before the IPP starts, the participants should be expecting possible changes within the practical part. This part of an IPP is supposed to be flexible and projects can be adjusted during the IPP. In order to avoid illusions about the impact of an IPP, think about your expectations and the realistic outcome your work could have. IPP is designed to be a learning experience for the participants and hopefully it will also have an impact on the community.
4. Precamps

There are usually three Pre-Camp Information-Packages that will provide the participants of an IPP with information needed. Precamp #1 contains basic information: travel dates and times, address of the site and contact adress prior to the IPP. Precamp #2 is where you´ll find practical information, staff introduction, goals and objectives, forms needed etc. Precamp #3 gives you the latest up-to-date information just before the IPP starts.
